Sec-
ondly, this spring lighting will be installed behind the organ pipes that will illumine the window so it can be enjoyed from the
exterior in the evening.

However, once they un-
derstood that I simply wanted to learn more about them, many were eager to
share their stories with me. One man described having nowhere to go after his
parents died and the family home was sold. Another told me he always wanted
to be a mathematician like Albert Einstein. | cannot forget one man, John, who
said his greatest accomplishment was just staying alive.

Kids Reaching Out

This past fall, the newly formed Kids
Reaching Out undertook their first project,
which involved raising the awareness of the
parish about the problems of malaria in
developing countries, and raising funds to
help buy mosquito nets to combat its spread.
This effort was i
focus on Nets For Life, which provides
insecticide-treated nets and malaria
education throughout Africa. The children
collected coins in mite boxes and then sought
the involvement of the parish through a
Mustard Seed Offering that the Vestry
designated for the cause. In the end, we raised
$1,730, which should be enough to provide
nets for about 170 families.

Kids Reaching Out, for the 8- to 11-year-
old members of our parish, continues to de-
velop future projects to help other
children, inside and beyond our parish. They
gathered a team to participate in the Help
the Homeless Walk in November, and they
continue to collect canned food each week.
