through November 30th. With the first eleven monghs
of the year completed, income is running under bufiget
by 3.2% while expenses are over budget by 4.2%.
Through the end of Novdgml
budget has a negative ydardate variance of

$91,003.

This deficit occurred for two reasons: First, total
income for November was under budget by $41,74
primarily because the fa

says the distribution will take place by the end of
December . This year 6s jdi
$39,000. Had the Naselli Trust distribution occurrgp

in November, yeato-date income would have been
under budget by only $1,343. The second reasongfor
the deficit is that expenses, contique to exceed budpet
duecgj;lrgar? hﬁgf%eer thaa\ ﬁtlgpated costs for
utilities and building systems maintenance throughput
the year.
