Dear Friends in Christ,

During these coming holy days at St. Alban’s Church, we will travel with Jesus as he walks
through this world’s darkest moments, moments filled with doubt, pain, and suffering. We will discover
what it means for him to empty himself and to give up everything he has and is to the powers of hatred
and death. We will learn what it meant for him to love our world and us so much that he offered up eve-
rything he had so that we might live. It is out of that defeat that his final victory becomes real. And, on
Easter, we discover that his victory is our victory, too.

One of the most striking accounts of the Resurrection is that of the disciples on the road to Em-
maus (Luke 24:13-35). These are people who have followed and known Jesus very well. They are to-
tally committed to his ministry and not afraid to tell a stranger of their relationship to this controversial
figure over whose death they openly grieve. Yet, when they meet him on the road, they don’t even rec-
ognize him. In spite of all the time and conversation they have with this man on their journey, including
his own words about resurrection, nothing clicks. It is not until they sit down at the table with him in the
eucharistic fellowship of the “breaking of the bread” that they finally see him as the Risen Christ.

The Resurrection often comes to us, as well, in unexpected ways. Although we may acknowl-
edge it as a theological truth and a religious belief, our deepest perception of its reality often breaks
through in specific moments in time. It comes whenever joy rises out of sorrow, when hope emerges
from the depths of despair, when life triumphs over death. We see it reflected in significant moments in
history, such as the abolition of human slavery, the collapse of totalitarian regimes, and the re-birth of
faith in societies long dominated by unbelief. But we may also see it just as strikingly, in smaller, more
personal ways: the child who finds acceptance and purpose after years of neglect; the hard-nosed and
aloof businessperson who learns the true meaning of success through tutoring young people; the addict
who, in recovery, finds the community of acceptance and support through which to discern the deeply
intimate love of God. The Easter faith we live teaches us to be alert to those moments, to look for those
reflections of the new life that springs out of sadness and death. For that is not only what God intends
for this world; it is what Christ is doing in and for us today.

This Holy Week and Easter come and join the journey to Calvary—and then move on toward
Emmaus. Come explore and re-live the roots of our faith and its message of redemption. Come discover
the hope that God makes real for the life we live today.

Latest News on the Rector Search

At its meeting on March 16, St. Alban’s Vestry approved the Rector Search Committee (see below for
the list of Search Committee members). This completed a long and thoughtful process by prospective com-
mittee members, the Vestry, Jr. Warden Jim Sottile and myself to form the group that will conduct a national
search for a new rector. Jim and | started with a list of more than 50 parishioners who volunteered or were
proposed by others. Our goal was to narrow that list down to twelve people who represent the many aspects
of the parish in terms of age, gender, life stage, service attended, ministries, length of time at St. Alban’s, etc.
Service on the Search Committee will be a challenge — the process of calling a new rector can take 12 to 18
months - so we all prayerfully considered our call.

Fortunately, the Search Committee will be guided by our newly selected search consultant, Carol
Wozorek. Carol has extensive experience in management consulting and organizational development, and has
been a diocesan consultant for four years. She recently worked with St. Patrick’s on their search and comes
highly recommended by our Interim Rector, John Lawrence. (You may remember her from her time at St.
Alban’s, as she is the partner of our former associate rector,
Carlyle Gill.) As the process begins, Carol will help the Search Committee Members
Committee review the search process, get to know one another
at a deeper level, and define roles and mutual expectations.

Forum Plans for April and May

As we move through Lent to Holy Week, Easter, and beyond, your Sunday Forum Committee is
shifting gears. Because the Annual Meeting has been moved to June, we have space and time to offer an-
other meaty four-part series. We have wanted to devote major attention to the global economic situation,
and issues of economic justice, ever since we scheduled several Ideas Alivelsessions on the subject as the
crisis was unfolding late in 2008. Many of you have asked for follow-up sessions examining one or another
aspect of the very large economic picture.

We thus are pleased to offer four Forums that address the situation and how we as faithful Christians
might respond. The Forum Committee has discussed at length the issues at hand in several meetings over
more than a year. We hope parish members will recall what we learned about discernment, hospitality, and
servant leadership from our speakers in the just-concluded Lenten series, "Building a Healthy Body," as
they attend the new one. Here's the basic lineup:
¢ April 18 -- Understanding how climate change impacts the poor, on the domestic scene and abroad.
¢ April 25 -- Unraveling the confusion on global financial issues and decisions.
¢ May 2 -- Issues related to women's economic well-being, especially in developing countries.
¢ May 9 -- Taking a hard look at consumerism and considering simpler ways of living, as these things

relate to economic justice.

Considering the Greatness of Mary
A Forum in Advent

Judy Fentress-Williams, associate Professor of Old Testament at Virginia Seminary, began her Ideas
Alive! forum on December 13 by asking her audience of 70 to name the qualities or traits we associate with
Mary. Parishioners responded, describing Mary as pure, divine, sweet, poor, clean, betrothed, a virgin, a
feminist, a small-town girl, a Galilean, a Jew, and the mother of Jesus. But what made Mary so great?

Dr. Fentress-Williams pointed us to the Gospel of Matthew. In the genealogy of Jesus outlined there,
and written primarily for a Jewish audience, we see women who could be considered flawed: Tamar was
raped by her brother; Ruth, a Moabite, was an outsider; Bathsheba committed adultery with David; and Ra-
hab was a prostitute. When presented against the backdrop of the women who came before her, Mary
evinces uniquely redeeming qualities. She is fully human while fully receiving the grace of God. Unlike
most of the women in Matthew’s genealogy, Mary is not an Israelite. Matthew uses her to signal that the
birth of the Messiah will have significance that transcends the Jewish community. Matthew has an agenda;
to remind people who have a checklist that the qualities of the Messiah will contradict their expectations.

Mary is called “Theotokos,” Mother of God. She gives birth to a son and humble servant, Jesus, who
alone has the power to see within and beyond women who have been ostracized for being raped, outsider,
unfaithful, or promiscuous. Even more of note, such women are part of his lineage. Matthew uses Mary to
expand our vision, showing that God may reach us through the most unlikely people.

Matthew encourages us to search for Christ in unexpected places and ways. To the extent that we
can be open-minded about God’s presence in our lives and the lives of others, we can allow God to work in
us. Dr. Fentress-Williams sees Mary as an auspicious reminder of how God touches unlikely persons in un-
expected, and often unconventional ways. She has provided us with insights that can serve us well -- not
only in Advent, but far beyond.

The Liturgy of the Light

Liturgy: the work of the peoplén the original Greek, the word ‘liturgy’ applied to any public
work, not just religious work. In the church, it became attached to public worship services, rather than pri-
vate devotions. With Prayer Book revisions in 1979, liturgies involved more participation by all the peo-
ple.

The Liturgy of the Lighis a public work of worship by St. Alban’s children to celebrate the Easter
Season. All year, they have been learning that Christ is the Light of the World. A favorite hymn is “I
Want to Walk as a Child of the Light.” During Lent, children worked with parables of reconciliation and
prayer, and studied Jerusalem and the places Jesus went on his last night. They have learned about the
Last Supper. The youngest buried their alleluias until after Easter. Many participate in the Stations of the
Cross on Good Friday, and of course they will celebrate Easter in the Church. But this liturgy reminds
them of the darkness in the world without Christ, and they can see the difference the Light of Christ
makes. These young ones know that they are bearers of the Light.

On a special Sunday after Easter, all levels of the Catechesis of the Good Shepherd, ages 2-12,
gather together in a darkened room. They process in, singing and carrying flowers to decorate the prayer
table. An older child explains the Paschal Candle as it is lit. Each child is called forward to receive a
lighted candle (safely in a cup). Each child is named when receiving the candle and told, “Receive the
Light of Christ.” All return to their places and sit. The darkened room becomes bright with candlelight as
they listen to scripture and sing. At the end of the service each child brings a candle back to the table and
leaves it there, to go out to be the Light in the World. So don’t be surprised to see dark curtains over the
windows in Nourse on April 25. It’s all a part of the work of liturgy.

Children love this time. Older children help the younger ones. The 6-12 year olds read and lead the
liturgy. The younger ones lead us in song. Adult leaders feel lumps in their throats as they behold the
beauty of the Lord expressed here. This is a special, solemn and joyful liturgy.

Select a new rector in the event of a vacancy.

Assess its own performance.

In order for the vestry to function effectively, each vestry member must actively participate in vestry activities and in

the life of the parish. Specific individual responsibilities include:

Regularly prepare for, attend and participate in vestry meetings

Assist in stewardship education

Attend the orientation session at the beginning of each term of Vestry

Interpret vestry decisions to other parishioners in a supportive way

Maintain confidentiality on sensitive topics

Support the mission of the church, putting overall interest of the church above personal or group interests;

Be receptive to individual parishioner’s concerns and, if necessary, be willing to discuss these concerns with the

rector, wardens, and/or vestry.

¢ Stay informed about the mission, goals, programs, services, activities of the parish, diocese, and the national
church.

WIN Enjoys Major Action Success

The Washington Interfaith Network [WIN] en-
joyed a major success at its March 15" action meeting at
Covenant Baptist Church. The purposes of the meeting
were to announce WIN’s new focus upon: (1) developing
community organizing leaders among young adults and
(2) establishing a new job training program model in
D.C. that contemplates a cooperative joint venture among
employers, WIN, the Laborers International Union
[LIUNA], and the D.C. Government. Employers will
pledge to hire D.C. residents who successfully complete
a training program administered by LIUNA. Mayor
Adrian Fenty committed D.C. funding support for the
venture.

The turnout for the action—almost 1,000 D.C.
residents—was twice that which WIN planned to
achieve. Many of those participating were representatives
of congregations that are not yet WIN members. The St.
Alban’s Parish team was accompanied by representatives
of our neighbor, Temple Micah, as well as Christ Church
Georgetown and Holy Trinity Church, Georgetown.

The action agenda included inspirational chal-
lenges by two WIN clergy leaders, Co-Pastor Christine
Wiley of Covenant Baptist Church and Pastor Marcus
Turner of Beulah Baptist Church. Both graphically ar-
ticulated the psychic costs to D.C. residents who are un-
able to find employment—especially after participating
in D.C. government-funded job training programs.

Episcopal parishes play a significant role in WIN.
Episcopalians who took active roles in the March 15"
action included the Rev. Lisa Saunders of St. John’s La-
fayette Square, who has been organizing leaders among
the Hispanic youth of Mt. Pleasant; the Rev. Rose Dun-
can of St. Columba’s, a parish that has successfully reen-
ergized its commitments to WIN; and Clem Dinsmore of
St. Alban’s, who serves on the Jobs Committee of WIN’s
Strategy Committee.

WIN’s next major action will be the evening of
Monday, May 3, at St. Martin’s Roman Catholic
Church, 1908 North Capitol Street. At this action, WIN
will engage with the members of the D.C. City Council.

Parish Operating Finances in February

The chart on this page provides a quick summary of the parish’s 2010 operating finances through February
28th. During the first two months of the year, income was under budget by 3.4% while expenses were under
budget by 4.3%. At the end of February, the parish’s operating budget had a positive year-to-date variance of

$28,603.

Total income for February was under budget by $16,918 led by Pledge Income, which was $19,352 under
budget. This downturn in pledge income is directly attributable to the blizzards in early February. With the excep-
tion of a small group of parishioners at the 9:15 service on February 7", all services were cancelled that day. In-
come for that week was only $700 compared to $16,236 the same week last year. All expense categories, with the
exception of Parish Programs, were under budget at the end of February.
