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Dear Friends in Christ,

Parker Palmer, in his wonderful little book, Let Your Life Speakyrites about discerning our purpose as
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Palmer understands vocation, not as a career or a profession, but as the way in which we articulate and show
our true selves to others and to the world.

He recounts the story of Rosa Parks, the AfricanAmerican woman who, in 1955, sat down on a Mont-
gomery, AL bus seat reserved for whites only. A student once asked her why she did it. Her answer seemed
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referring to her feet or her legs, but to her very soul and being. She was tired of the institutional racism that
demeaned her as a person and kept her from claiming her own selfhood. Rosa Parks was a bright, serious
young woman who had been trained with Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. in the principles of nonviolence. She had
studied the philosophy and politics of human rights, and was actively dedicated to civil liberties. On that now
historic day, however, she acted, not out of philosophy or strategy, but in order to claim the person and iden-
tity she knew herself to be. As a result, she changed history.
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coming to understand what he is and who he is called to be. We see him struggle with his own sense of voca-
tion while going through periods in which he is strongly tempted to gloss over his uniqueness and simply
blend in with the rest of life and society. He is repeatedly called on to accept the status quaand give up his ef-
forts on behalf of the outcasts, the poor, and the unacceptable people of his time. But in the end, he cannot do
any of those things, not just because of what he believes, but primarily because of the person he knows himself
to be. God has created us to find our greatest sense of satisfaction and wholeness when we react and respond
to the world, not the way we think it wants, but out of our understanding of what God calls us to be.
The world today defines and identifies us on many different bases. Race, age, sex, and social class are
only the beginning. Education, careers, family or marital status, not to mention political, theological, and even
sports affiliations, are among the ways that people categorize and often stereotype each other. We can even do
that to ourselves, creating our own boxes and labels from which we never even think of escaping. But God
constantly calls us to look more deeply, to explore the real nature of our creation. He asks us to let our own
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that lies within. Our ministry to our community and our world is to help others do the very same thing. Let
your life speak indeed, of the vocation we all share to become the faithful and responsive daughters and sons
of God that we are truly meant to be.
