During the first six months of 2010, parish income was 3.1% over budget while expenses were under budg
1. 0%. At the end of June, t he P ato-daw khadasiced010 op:
$31,076

At mid-year, income was over budget due primarily to four income categories:

1.)Pledge income totaled $573,117, which was $1,258 over budget.

2.)Parish Support, which includes contributors who have not made a pledge to the parish, totaled $20,007,
was $10,257 over budget.

3.)Designated Income was $10,314 over budget due primarily to the success of the Spring Parish Gala, wh
had income of $20,535. Net proceeds from the Gala, which benefits the Crossroads Shelter and the feedir
ministries of the Parish, totaled $18,054.

contributed an additional $4,000 to this special offering. As of JUlyddhtributions received through the

Before we left, we gathered in a
courtyard and sangy not so much for an audience,
but rather to raise our voices in prayer, tribute and
hope. Among other offerings, we sang the composi-
tion by David Caleb that uses the words of a child
imprisoned at Terezin.
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
