Planning Yio Ceremony
Pre-ceremonial Preparation

The Episcopal Church requires that all couples who wish to be joined in the Church give consideration to the seriousne
of the commitment in preeremonial preparation with a priest or pastoral counselor. It imasstinat by the time a

couple has decided that they are ready to make the commitment, they have done a lot of talking about their lives toget!
and their expectations, hopes, and dreams. The preparation is intended to help clarify those expectalioifyaihe i

areas of difficulty as well as the strengths brought to the union. These are important questions to discuss, because life
and relationships are important, and knowing your resources is essent@rémmnial classes are offered twice each

year.

As you enter the process of planning a ceremony, it is worth starting by reading the sérhie®ook of Common
Prayer, beginning on page 423. No plans should be made, nor invitations ordered, until you have met with a member
of the parish clergyral begin the preeremonial class.

When One or Both Have Been Divorced

Scripture states, and the Church has taught, that Holy Matrimony (as well as Covenant Union) is intended to be a lifelo
commitment; however, we are imperfect people living in areifiget world. The safeguards designed to support the
institutions of marriage and covenant union do not always work; furthermore, the negative consequences of living in a
destructive or dysfunctional union may outweigh those of dissolution. The commadai$ptdire need to be considered
within the context of redemption, forgiveness and new life. The issues that brought about the dissolution of one union,
however, may bring difficulties to a subsequent union unless dealt with in a redemptive way. Thiseedb to be

given serious consideration in preremonial preparation. It is also important to be aware of the complex inter
connectedness of a union that extends to others, especially when there are children involved.

Those contemplating a second nege or covenant union in the Episcopal Church may have to complete counseling
with a trained therapist (the officiating priest will make this determination) and have the permission of the Bishop of the
Diocese of Washington at least 30 days prior to énernony. After the completion of the preremonial counseling,

and having received a copy of the final Decree of Divorce (or equivalent legal document), the officiating priest will write
the Bishop requesting permission.
